We recommend that your project:

	has a minimal tech stack – or whatever you feel comfortable about maintaining.


	copies from an existing example project as a template to get started.

Read the Docs Addons

Read the Docs Addons is a group of features for documentation readers and maintainers that you can add to any documentation set hosted on Read the Docs.
They are used in the rendered documentation,
and can be accessed via hotkeys or on screen UI elements.


	Visual diff
	Highlight changed output from pull requests



	Link previews
	See the content the link points to before clicking on it



	Documentation notification
	Alert users to various documentation states



	Flyout
	Easily switch between versions and translations



	Non-stable notification
	Notify readers that they are reading docs from a non stable release



	Latest version notification
	Notify readers that they are reading docs from a development version



	Search as you type
	Get search results faster



	Traffic analytics
	See what pages your users are reading



	Search analytics
	Understand what your users are searching for



	Custom script
	Inject custom JavaScript into your documentation

	Go to the new dashboard.


	Click on a project name.


	Go to Settings.


	In the left bar, go to Addons.


	Configure each Addon individually.






Integrating with Addons


Integrate with Search as you type

To configure your site to use Read the Docs search instead of the default search, adapt the following block of JavaScript to your own site:



javascript/readthedocs.js

// TODO: Change me if needed
const selector = "input[type='search']";

document.addEventListener("DOMContentLoaded", function(event) {
    // Trigger Read the Docs' search addon instead of the default search
    document.querySelector(selector).addEventListener("click", (e) => {
        const event = new CustomEvent("readthedocs-search-show");
        document.dispatchEvent(event);
    });
});











Note

Depending on the tool you are using,
you may need to change the selector to match the search input field.
You will also need to ensure that the JavaScript file is included in your documentation build.






Addons data and customization

Addons can be customized using CSS variables and the data used by Addons can be accessed using a custom event.


CSS variable customization

Addons use CSS custom properties (CSS variables [https://developer.mozilla.org/en-US/docs/Web/CSS/--*]) to allow for easy customization.
To customize addons, add CSS variable definitions to your theme’s CSS:

:root {
    /* Reduce Read the Docs' flyout font a little bit */
    --readthedocs-flyout-font-size: 0.7rem;

    /* Reduce Read the Docs' notification font a little bit */
    --readthedocs-notification-font-size: 0.8rem;

    --readthedocs-search-font-size: 0.7rem;
}

Custom event integration

Read the Docs provides a custom event readthedocs-addons-data-ready that allows you to access the Addons data and integrate it into your theme or documentation.
The event provides access to the version data, project information, and other Addons configuration.

To use the custom event:


	Add the required meta tag to your HTML template:

<meta name="readthedocs-addons-api-version" content="1" />







	Add a JavaScript event listener to handle the data:

document.addEventListener(
  "readthedocs-addons-data-ready",
  function (event) {
    // Access the addons data
    const config = event.detail.data();

    // Example: Create a version selector
    const versions = config.versions.active.map(version => ({
      slug: version.slug,
      url: version.urls.documentation
    }));

    // Use the data to build your UI
    console.log('Available versions:', versions);
  }
);










Event data reference

The event.detail.data() object contains all the Addons configuration, including:


	addons - Individual addon configurations


	builds.current - Details about the current build


	projects.current - Current project details


	projects.translations - Available translations


	versions.current - Details about the current version


	versions.active - List of all active and not hidden versions

Automation rules

Automation rules allow project maintainers to automate actions on new branches and tags in Git repositories.
If you are familiar with GitOps,
this might seem familiar.
The goal of automation rules is to be able to control versioning through your Git repository
and avoid duplicating these efforts on Read the Docs.

How automation rules work

When a new tag or branch is pushed to your repository,
Read the Docs receives a webhook.
We then create a new Read the Docs version that matches your new Git tag or branch.

All automation rules are evaluated for this version,
in the order they are listed.
If the version matches the version type and the pattern in the rule,
the specified action is performed on that version.


Note

Versions can match multiple automation rules,
and all matching actions will be performed on the version.





Matching a version in Git

We have a couple predefined ways to match against versions that are created,
and you can also define your own.


Predefined matches

Automation rules support two predefined version matches:


	Any version: All new versions will match the rule.


	SemVer versions: All new versions that follow semantic versioning [https://semver.org/]
(with or without a v prefix) will match the rule.






Custom matches

If none of the above predefined matches meet your use case,
you can use a Custom match.

The custom match should be a valid Python regular expression [https://docs.python.org/3/library/re.html].
Each new version will be tested against this regular expression.




Actions for versions

When an automation rule matches a new version,
the specified action is performed on that version.
Currently, the following actions are available:


	Activate version
	Activates and builds the version.



	Hide version
	Hides the version. If the version is not active, activates it and builds the version.
See Version states.



	Make version public
	Sets the version’s privacy level to public.
See Version states.



	Make version private
	Sets the version’s privacy level to private.
See Version states.



	Set version as default
	Sets the version as the default version.
It also activates and builds the version.
See Root URL redirect at /.



	Delete version
	When a branch or tag is deleted from your repository,
Read the Docs will delete it only if isn’t active.
This action allows you to delete active versions when a branch or tag is deleted from your repository.





There are a couple caveats to these rules that are useful:


	The default version isn’t deleted even if it matches a rule.
You can use the Set version as default action to change the default version
before deleting the current one.


	If your versions follow PEP 440 [https://peps.python.org/pep-0440/],
Read the Docs activates and builds the version if it’s greater than the current stable version.
The stable version is also automatically updated at the same time.
See more in Versions.






Order

When a new Read the Docs version is created,
all rules with a successful match will have their action triggered,
in the order they appear on the Automation Rules page.



Examples


Activate all new tags


	Match: Any version


	Version type: Tag


	Action: Activate version






Activate only new branches that belong to the 1.x release


	Custom match: ^1\.\d+$


	Version type: Branch


	Action: Activate version






Delete an active version when a branch is deleted


	Match: Any version


	Version type: Branch


	Action: Delete version






Set as default new tags that have the -stable or -release suffix


	Custom match: -(stable|release)$


	Version type: Tag


	Action: Set version as default





Note

You can also create two rules:
one to match -stable and other to match -release.





Activate all new tags and branches that start with v or V


	Custom match: ^[vV]


	Version type: Tag


	Action: Activate version





	Custom match: ^[vV]


	Version type: Branch


	Action: Activate version






Activate all new tags that don’t contain the -nightly suffix


	Custom match: .*(?<!-nightly)$


	Version type: Tag

Build process overview

Once a project has been added and a build is triggered,
Read the Docs executes a set of pre-defined jobs to build and upload documentation.
This page explains in detail what happens behind the scenes,
and includes an overview of how you can change this process.


Understanding the build process

Understanding how your content is built helps with debugging any problems you might hit.
It also gives you the knowledge to customize the build process.


Note

All the steps are run inside a Docker container, using the image defined in build.os.
The build has access to all pre-defined environment variables and custom environment variables.



The build process includes the following jobs:


	checkout:

	Checks out a project’s code from the Git repository.
On Read the Docs for Business,
this environment includes the SSH deploy key that gives access to the repository.



	system_dependencies:

	Installs operating system and runtime dependencies.
This includes specific versions of a language (e.g. Python, Node.js, Go, Rust) and also apt packages.

build.tools can be used to define a language version,
and build.apt_packages to define apt packages.



	create_environment:

	Creates a Python environment to install all the dependencies in an isolated and reproducible way.
Depending on what’s defined by the project,
a virtualenv or a conda environment will be used.


Note

This step is only executed if the sphinx or mkdocs keys are defined.





	install:

	Installs default and project dependencies.
This includes any requirements you have configured in Requirements file.

If the project has extra Python requirements,
python.install can be used to specify them.


Tip

We strongly recommend pinning all the versions required to build the documentation to avoid unexpected build errors.




Note

This step is only executed if the sphinx or mkdocs keys are defined.





	build:

	Runs the main command to build the documentation for each of the formats declared (formats).
It will use Sphinx (sphinx) or MkDocs (mkdocs) depending on the project.



	upload:

	Once the build process finishes successfully,
the resulting artifacts (HTML, PDF, etc.) are uploaded to our servers.
Our CDN is then purged so your docs are always up to date.






See also

If you require additional build steps or customization,
it’s possible to run user-defined commands and customize the build process.





Cancelling builds

There may be situations where you want to cancel a running build.
Cancelling builds allows your team to speed up review times and also help us reduce server costs and our environmental footprint.

A couple common reasons you might want to cancel builds are:


	the build has an external dependency that hasn’t been updated


	there were no changes on the documentation files




For these scenarios,
Read the Docs supports three different mechanisms to cancel a running build:


	Manually:

	Project administrators can go to the build detail page
and click Cancel build.



	Automatically:

	When Read the Docs detects a push to a version that is already building,
it cancels the running build and starts a new build using the latest commit.



	Programmatically:

	You can use user-defined commands on build.jobs or build.commands (see Build process customization)
to check for your own cancellation condition and then return exit code 183 to cancel a build.
You can exit with the code 0 to continue running the build.

When this happens, Read the Docs will notify your Git provider the build succeeded (✅),
so the pull request doesn’t have any failing checks.


Tip

Take a look at Skip builds based on conditions page for some examples.









Automatic disabling of builds

To reduce resource consumption and improve build queue times for all users,
Read the Docs will automatically disable builds for projects that have too many consecutive failed builds on their default version.

When a project has 25 consecutive failed builds on its default version,
we will disable builds for the project.

This helps ensure that projects with persistent build issues don’t consume resources that could be used by active projects.


Note

This only applies to the default version of a project.
Builds on other versions (branches, tags, pull requests) are not counted towards this limit.



If your project has been disabled due to consecutive build failures, you’ll need to re-enable from your project settings.
Make sure to fix the underlying issue to avoid being disabled again.



Build resources

Every build has limited resources assigned to it.
Our build limits are:


Read the Docs for BusinessRead the Docs Community

	30 minutes build time (upgradable)


	7GB of memory (upgradable)


	Concurrent builds vary based on your pricing plan




If you are having trouble with your documentation builds,
you can reach our support at support@readthedocs.com.



	15 minutes build time


	7GB of memory


	2 concurrent builds


	5GB of disk storage (soft limit)




We can increase build time on a per-project basis.
Send an email to support@readthedocs.org providing a good reason why your documentation needs more resources.

If your business is hitting build limits hosting documentation on Read the Docs,
please consider Read the Docs for Business

Build process customization

Read the Docs has a well-defined build process that works for many projects.
We also allow customization of builds in two ways:


	Customize our standard build process
	Keep using the default commands for MkDocs or Sphinx,
but extend or override the ones you need.



	Define a build process from scratch
	This option gives you full control over your build.
Read the Docs supports any tool that generates HTML.






Extend or override the build process

In the normal build process, the pre-defined jobs checkout, system_dependencies,  and upload are executed.
If you define a sphinx or mkdocs configuration,
the create_environment, install, and build jobs will use the default commands for the selected tool.
If no tool configuration is specified, these jobs won’t execute anything by default.

The jobs where users can customize our default build process are:







	Step

	Customizable jobs





	Checkout

	post_checkout



	System dependencies

	pre_system_dependencies, post_system_dependencies



	Create environment

	pre_create_environment, create_environment, post_create_environment



	Install

	pre_install, install, post_install



	Build

	pre_build, build, post_build



	Upload

	No customizable jobs currently







Note

Any other pre-defined jobs (checkout, system_dependencies, upload) cannot be overridden or skipped.



These jobs are defined using the configuration file with the build.jobs key.
This example configuration defines commands to be executed before installing and after the build has finished,
and also overrides the default build command for the htmlzip format, while keeping the default commands for the html and pdf formats:

Features and limitations


	The current working directory is at the root of your project’s cloned repository.


	Environment variables are expanded for each individual command (see Environment variable reference).


	Each command is executed in a new shell process, so modifications done to the shell environment do not persist between commands.


	Any command returning non-zero exit code will cause the build to fail immediately
(note there is a special exit code to cancel the build).


	build.os and build.tools are required when using build.jobs.


	If the sphinx or mkdocs configuration is defined,
the create_environment, install, and build jobs will use the default commands for the selected tool.


	If neither of the sphinx or mkdocs configurations are defined,
the create_environment, install, and build jobs will default to run nothing,
giving you full control over the build process.






Where to put files

It is your responsibility to generate HTML and other formats of your documentation when overriding the steps from build.jobs.build.
The contents of the $READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/<format>/ directory will be hosted as part of your documentation.

We store the base folder name _readthedocs/ in the environment variable $READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT and encourage that you use this to generate paths.

Supported formats are published if they exist in the following directories:


	$READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/html/ (required)


	$READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/htmlzip/


	$READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/pdf/


	$READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/epub/





Note

Remember to create the folders before adding content to them.
You can ensure that the output folder exists by adding the following command:

mkdir -p $READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/html/









Search support

Read the Docs will automatically index the content of all your HTML files,
respecting the search option.

You can access the search from the Read the Docs dashboard,
or by using the Server side search API.


Note

In order for Read the Docs to index your HTML files correctly,
they should follow the conventions described at Server side search integration [https://docs.readthedocs.com/dev/latest/search-integration.html].





Alternative syntax

Alternatively, you can use the build.commands key to completely override the build process.


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2
build:
  os: "ubuntu-22.04"
  tools:
    python: "3.10"
  commands:
    - pip install pelican
    - pelican --settings docs/pelicanconf.py --output $READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/html/ docs/







But we recommend using build.jobs instead:


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2
build:
  os: "ubuntu-22.04"
  tools:
    python: "3.10"
  jobs:
    install:
      - pip install pelican
    build:
      html:
        - pelican --settings docs/pelicanconf.py --output $READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/html/ docs/







build.jobs offers the same functionality as build.commands,
but in a more structured way that allows you to define different commands for each format,
while also supporting installing system dependencies via build.apt_packages.



Custom Git checkout commands (advanced)

Read the Docs supports overriding the default checkout job
with a custom sequence of git commands.
This is useful for advanced workflows like sparse checkouts or custom cloning strategies.

To enable this feature, go to your project’s dashboard and update
Settings ‣ Custom Git checkout commands.
Enter one command per line.


Note

When you define custom Git checkout commands, Read the Docs will not run the default Git clone or checkout.
Your commands must perform the clone and checkout of the desired revision.




Tip

If you just want to run some extra commands after the default Git checkout,
like unshallowing the clone or fetching extra branches,
you should use the build.jobs.post_checkout user-defined job instead.

In case you want to clone submodules, you can use the submodules config key for that.



Commands are executed in order, in the repository working directory.
You can use pre-defined environment variables
such as READTHEDOCS_GIT_CLONE_URL, READTHEDOCS_GIT_IDENTIFIER,
and READTHEDOCS_REPOSITORY_PATH.


Example of custom Git checkout commands

git clone --no-checkout --filter=blob:none --depth 1 $READTHEDOCS_GIT_CLONE_URL .
git sparse-checkout init --cone
git sparse-checkout set docs
git checkout $READTHEDOCS_GIT_IDENTIFIER








Warning

This is an advanced feature.
Incorrect commands can prevent builds from checking out code or can expose sensitive files in your repository.
If you are unsure, use build customization with build.jobs instead.






Examples

We’ve included some common examples where using build.jobs will be useful.
These examples may require some adaptation for each projects’ use case,
we recommend you use them as a starting point.


Unshallow git clone

Read the Docs does not perform a full clone in the checkout job in order to reduce network data and speed up the build process.
Instead, it performs a shallow clone [https://git-scm.com/docs/shallow] and only fetches the branch or tag that you are building documentation for.
Because of this, extensions that depend on the full Git history will fail.
To avoid this, it’s possible to unshallow the git clone:


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2
build:
  os: "ubuntu-20.04"
  tools:
    python: "3.10"
  jobs:
    post_checkout:
      - git fetch --unshallow || true







If your build also relies on the contents of other branches, it may also be necessary to re-configure git to fetch these:


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2
build:
  os: "ubuntu-20.04"
  tools:
    python: "3.10"
  jobs:
    post_checkout:
      - git fetch --unshallow || true
      - git config remote.origin.fetch '+refs/heads/*:refs/remotes/origin/*' || true
      - git fetch --all --tags || true









Generate documentation from annotated sources with Doxygen

It’s possible to run Doxygen as part of the build process to generate documentation from annotated sources:


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2
build:
  os: "ubuntu-20.04"
  tools:
    python: "3.10"
  jobs:
    pre_build:
    # Note that this HTML won't be automatically uploaded,
    # unless your documentation build includes it somehow.
      - doxygen









Use MkDocs extensions with extra required steps

There are some MkDocs extensions that require specific commands to be run to generate extra pages before performing the build.
For example, pydoc-markdown [http://niklasrosenstein.github.io/pydoc-markdown/]


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2
mkdocs:
  configuration: mkdocs.yml
build:
  os: "ubuntu-20.04"
  tools:
    python: "3.10"
  jobs:
    pre_build:
      - pydoc-markdown --build --site-dir "$READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/html"









Avoid having a dirty Git index

Read the Docs needs to modify some files before performing the build to be able to integrate with some of its features.
Because of this reason, it could happen the Git index gets dirty (it will detect modified files).
In case this happens and the project is using any kind of extension that generates a version based on Git metadata (like setuptools_scm [https://github.com/pypa/setuptools_scm/]),
this could cause an invalid version number to be generated.
In that case, the Git index can be updated to ignore the files that Read the Docs has modified.


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2
build:
  os: "ubuntu-20.04"
  tools:
    python: "3.10"
  jobs:
    pre_install:
      - git update-index --assume-unchanged environment.yml docs/conf.py









Perform a check for broken links

Sphinx comes with a linkcheck [https://www.sphinx-doc.org/en/master/usage/builders/index.html#sphinx.builders.linkcheck.CheckExternalLinksBuilder] builder that checks for broken external links included in the project’s documentation.
This helps ensure that all external links are still valid and readers aren’t linked to non-existent pages.


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2
build:
  os: "ubuntu-20.04"
  tools:
    python: "3.10"
  jobs:
    pre_build:
      - python -m sphinx -b linkcheck -D linkcheck_timeout=1 docs/ $READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/linkcheck









Support Git LFS (Large File Storage)

In case the repository contains large files that are tracked with Git LFS,
there are some extra steps required to be able to download their content.
It’s possible to use post_checkout user-defined job for this.


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2
build:
  os: "ubuntu-20.04"
  tools:
    python: "3.10"
  jobs:
    post_checkout:
      # Download and uncompress the binary
      # https://git-lfs.github.com/
      - wget https://github.com/git-lfs/git-lfs/releases/download/v3.1.4/git-lfs-linux-amd64-v3.1.4.tar.gz
      - tar xvfz git-lfs-linux-amd64-v3.1.4.tar.gz git-lfs
      # Modify LFS config paths to point where git-lfs binary was downloaded
      - git config filter.lfs.process "`pwd`/git-lfs filter-process"
      - git config filter.lfs.smudge  "`pwd`/git-lfs smudge -- %f"
      - git config filter.lfs.clean "`pwd`/git-lfs clean -- %f"
      # Make LFS available in current repository
      - ./git-lfs install
      # Download content from remote
      - ./git-lfs fetch
      # Make local files to have the real content on them
      - ./git-lfs checkout









Install Node.js dependencies

It’s possible to install Node.js together with the required dependencies by using user-defined build jobs.
To setup it, you need to define the version of Node.js to use and install the dependencies by using build.jobs.post_install:


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2
build:
  os: "ubuntu-22.04"
  tools:
    python: "3.9"
    nodejs: "16"
  jobs:
    post_install:
      # Install dependencies defined in your ``package.json``
      - npm ci
      # Install any other extra dependencies to build the docs
      - npm install -g jsdoc









Install dependencies with Poetry

Projects managed with Poetry [https://python-poetry.org/],
can use the post_create_environment user-defined job to use Poetry for installing Python dependencies.
Take a look at the following example:


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2

build:
  os: "ubuntu-22.04"
  tools:
    python: "3.10"
  jobs:
    post_install:
      # Install poetry
      # https://python-poetry.org/docs/#installing-manually
      - pip install poetry
      # Install dependencies with 'docs' dependency group
      # https://python-poetry.org/docs/managing-dependencies/#dependency-groups
      # VIRTUAL_ENV needs to be set manually for now.
      # See https://github.com/readthedocs/readthedocs.org/pull/11152/
      - VIRTUAL_ENV=$READTHEDOCS_VIRTUALENV_PATH poetry install --with docs

sphinx:
  configuration: docs/conf.py









Install dependencies with uv

Read the Docs supports uv [https://docs.astral.sh/uv/] natively in
python.install.
Projects using uv can use the configuration methods referenced at
python.install instead of overriding build.jobs.

The following example uses uv sync with a dependency group named docs.
If a uv.lock file exists, it is respected.


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2

build:
  os: ubuntu-24.04
  tools:
    python: "3.13"

python:
  install:
    - method: uv
      command: sync
      groups:
        - docs

sphinx:
    configuration: docs/conf.py







Use build.jobs only when you need an advanced uv workflow that isn’t covered by
python.install, such as adding specific arguments to the uv command.



Install dependencies from Dependency Groups

Python Dependency Groups [https://packaging.python.org/en/latest/specifications/dependency-groups/]
are a way of storing lists of dependencies in your pyproject.toml.

pip version 25.1+ as well as many other tools support Dependency Groups.
This example uses pip and installs from a group named docs:


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2

build:
   os: ubuntu-24.04
   tools:
      python: "3.13"
   jobs:
      install:
         # Since the install step is overridden, pip is no longer updated automatically.
         - pip install --upgrade pip
         - pip install --group 'docs'







For more information on relevant pip usage, see the
pip user guide on Dependency Groups [https://pip.pypa.io/en/stable/user_guide/#dependency-groups].



Install dependencies with pixi

Projects can use pixi [https://github.com/prefix-dev/pixi/],
to install Python dependencies, usually reducing the time taken to install compared to conda or pip.
Take a look at the following example:


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2

build:
   os: ubuntu-24.04
   tools:
       python: "latest"
   jobs:
      create_environment:
         - asdf plugin add pixi
         - asdf install pixi latest
         - asdf global pixi latest
      install:
         # assuming you have an environment called "docs"
         - pixi install -e docs
      build:
         html:
            - pixi run -e docs sphinx-build -T -b html docs $READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/html







MkDocs projects could use NO_COLOR=1 pixi run -e docs mkdocs build --strict --site-dir $READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/html instead.



Update Conda version

Projects using Conda may need to install the latest available version of Conda.
This can be done by using the pre_create_environment user-defined job to update Conda
before creating the environment.
Take a look at the following example:


.readthedocs.yaml

 version: 2

 build:
   os: "ubuntu-22.04"
   tools:
     python: "miniconda3-4.7"
   jobs:
     pre_create_environment:
       - conda update --yes --quiet --name=base --channel=defaults conda

sphinx:
   configuration: docs/conf.py

 conda:
   environment: environment.yml









Using Pelican

Pelican [https://blog.getpelican.com/] is a well-known static site generator that’s commonly used for blogs and landing pages.
If you are building your project with Pelican you could use a configuration file similar to the following:


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2
build:
  os: "ubuntu-22.04"
  tools:
    python: "3.10"
  jobs:
    install:
      - pip install pelican[markdown]
    build:
      html:
        - pelican --settings docs/pelicanconf.py --output $READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/html/ docs/









Using Docsify

Docsify [https://docsify.js.org/] generates documentation websites on the fly, without the need to build static HTML.
These projects can be built using a configuration file like this:


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2
build:
  os: "ubuntu-22.04"
  jobs:
    build:
      html:
        - mkdir --parents $READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/html/
        - cp --recursive docs/* $READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/html/









Using Asciidoc

Asciidoctor [https://asciidoctor.org/] is a fast processor for converting and generating documentation from AsciiDoc source.
The Asciidoctor toolchain includes Asciidoctor.js [https://docs.asciidoctor.org/asciidoctor.js/latest/] which you can use with custom build commands.
Here is an example configuration file:


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2
build:
  os: "ubuntu-22.04"
  tools:
    nodejs: "20"
  jobs:
    install:
      - npm install -g asciidoctor
    build:
      html:
        - asciidoctor -D $READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/html index.asciidoc









Using pydoctor

Pydoctor [https://github.com/twisted/pydoctor] is an easy-to-use standalone API documentation tool for Python.
Here is an example configuration file:

            --html-base-url=${READTHEDOCS_CANONICAL_URL} \
            --html-output $READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/html/ \
            ./src/my_project









Generate text format with Sphinx

There might be various reasons why would you want to generate your
documentation in text format (secondary to html). One of such reasons
would be generating LLM friendly documentation.

See the following example for how to add generation of additional text
format to your existing documentation. Deviations from standard build
configuration are highlighted/emphasized:


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2

sphinx:
  configuration: docs/conf.py

python:
  install:
  - requirements: docs/requirements.txt

build:
  os: ubuntu-22.04
  tools:
    python: "3.12"
  jobs:
    post_build:
      - mkdir -p $READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/html/
      - sphinx-build -n -b text docs $READTHEDOCS_OUTPUT/html/







The generated .txt files will be placed in the html directory, together
with .html files.






            

          

      

      

    

  

    
      
          
            
  
Pull request previews

Your project can be configured to build and preview documentation for every new
pull request. Previewing changes during review makes it
easier to catch formatting and display issues before they go live.


Features


	Build on pull request events
	We create and build a new version when a pull request is opened,
and rebuild it whenever a new commit is pushed.



	Build status report
	Your project’s pull request build status will show as one of your pull
request’s checks. This status will update as the build is running, and will
show a success or failure status when the build completes.


[image: GitHub build status reporting for pull requests.]

GitHub build status reporting





	Build overview with changed files
	We create a comment on the pull request including a link to the preview of the documentation,
and a list of the files that changed between the current pull request and the latest version of the project’s documentation.


Note

This feature is only available for projects connected to a GitHub App.





	Pull request notifications
	A pull request notification can be shown at the top of preview pages,
which let readers know they aren’t viewing an active version of the project.
New projects have this notification disabled by default;
enable it from Settings → Addons → Notifications.



	Visual diff
	Visual diff shows proposed changes by visually highlighting the differences between the current pull request and the latest version of the project’s documentation.

Press d to toggle between Visual diff and normal pull request preview.

Security

If pull request previews are enabled for your project,
anyone who can open a pull request on your repository will be able to trigger a build of your documentation.
For this reason, pull request previews are served from a different domain than your main documentation
(org.readthedocs.build and com.readthedocs.build).

Builds from pull requests have access to environment variables that are marked as Public only,
if you have environment variables with private information, make sure they aren’t marked as Public.
See Environment variables and build process for more information.

On Read the Docs for Business you can set pull request previews to be private or public,
If you didn’t import your project manually and your repository is public,
the privacy level of pull request previews will be set to Public.
Public pull request previews are available to anyone with the link to the preview,
while private previews are only available to users with access to the Read the Docs project.


Warning

If you set the privacy level of pull request previews to Private,
make sure that only trusted users can open pull requests in your repository.

Setting pull request previews to private on a public repository can allow a malicious user
to access read-only APIs using the user’s session that is reading the pull request preview.
Similar to GHSA-pw32-ffxw-68rh [https://github.com/readthedocs/readthedocs.org/security/advisories/GHSA-pw32-ffxw-68rh].







            

          

      

      

    

  

    
      
          
            
  
Build failure notifications

Build notifications can alert you when your documentation builds fail so you can take immediate action.
We offer the following methods for being notified:


	Email notifications:
	Read the Docs allows you to configure build notifications via email.
When builds fail,
configured email addresses are notified.



	Build Status Webhooks:
	Build notifications can happen via webhooks.
This means that we are able to support a wide variety of services that receive notifications.

Slack and Discord are supported through ready-made templates.

Webhooks can be customized through your own template and a variety of variable substitutions.






Note

We don’t trigger email notifications or build status webhooks on builds from pull requests.

Environment variable overview

Read the Docs allows you to define your own environment variables to be used in the build process.
It also defines a set of default environment variables with information about your build.
These are useful for different purposes:


	Custom environment variables are useful for adding build secrets such as API tokens.


	Default environment variables are useful for varying your build specifically for Read the Docs or specific types of builds on Read the Docs.




Custom environment variables are defined in the dashboard interface in Admin ‣ Environment variables.
Environment variables are defined for a project’s entire build process,
with 2 important exceptions.

Aside from storing secrets,
there are other patterns that take advantage of environment variables,
like reusing the same monorepo configuration in multiple documentation projects.
In cases where the environment variable isn’t a secret,
like a build tool flag,
you should also be aware of the alternatives to environment variables.

Environment variables and build process

When a build process is started,
pre-defined environment variables and custom environment variables are added at each step of the build process.
The two sets of environment variables are merged together during the build process and are exposed to all of the executed commands,
with pre-defined variables taking precedence over custom environment variables.

There are two noteworthy exceptions for custom environment variables:


	Build checkout step
	Custom environment variables are not available during the checkout step of the build process



	Pull request builds
	Custom environment variables that are not marked as Public will not be available in pull request builds







Limitations


	Individual environment variables are limited to 48 KB in size.


	The total size of all environment variables in a project is limited to 256 KB.






Patterns of using environment variables

Aside from storing secrets,
environment variables are also useful if you need to make either your .readthedocs.yaml or the commands called in the build process
behave depending on pre-defined environment variables or your own custom environment variables.


Example: Multiple projects from the same Git repo

If you have the need to build multiple documentation websites from the same Git repository,
you can use an environment variable to configure the behavior of your build commands
or Sphinx conf.py file.

An example of this is found in the documentation project that you are looking at now.
Using the Sphinx extension sphinx-multiproject [https://sphinx-multiproject.readthedocs.io/],
the following configuration code decides whether to build the user or developer documentation.
This is defined by the PROJECT environment variable:


Read the Docs’ conf.py [1] is used to build 2 documentation projects.

from multiproject.utils import get_project

# (...)

multiproject_projects = {
    "user": {
        "use_config_file": False,
        "config": {
            "project": "Read the Docs user documentation",
        },
    },
    "dev": {
        "use_config_file": False,
        "config": {
            "project": "Read the Docs developer documentation",
        },
    },
}


docset = get_project(multiproject_projects)

Alternatives to environment variables

In some scenarios, it’s more feasible to define your build’s environment variables using the .readthedocs.yaml configuration file.
Using the dashboard for administering environment variables may not be the right fit if you already know that you want to manage environment variables as code.

Consider the following scenario:


	The environment variable is not a secret.

and



	The environment variable is used just once for a custom command.




In this case, you can define the environment variable as code using Build process customization.
The following example shows how a non-secret single-purpose environment variable can also be used.


.readthedocs.yaml

version: 2
build:
  os: "ubuntu-22.04"
  tools:
    python: "3.12"
  jobs:
    post_build:

Versions

Read the Docs supports publishing multiple versions of your documentation.
This allows your users to read the exact documentation for the specific version of the project they are using.

Versioning is useful for many reasons, but a few common use cases are:


	Shipping API client libraries that release versions across time.


	Having a “stable” and “latest” branch so that users can see the current release and the upcoming changes.


	Having a private development branch and a public stable branch so that in development releases aren’t accidentally seen by users until they are released.





Versions are Git tags and branches

When you add a project to Read the Docs,
all Git tags and branches are created as Inactive and Not Hidden versions by default.
During initial setup, Read the Docs also creates a latest version
that points to the default branch defined in your Git repository (usually main).
This version should always exist and is the default version for your project.

If your project has any tags or branches with a name following
semantic versioning [https://semver.org/] (with or without a v prefix),
we also create a stable version tracking your greatest stable semantic version number release.
It excludes pre-release versions indicated by alphas, betas, and similar unstable notations, according to semantic versioning.
If you want a custom stable version,
create either a tag or branch in your project with that name.


Note

If you have at least one tag,
tags will take preference over branches when selecting the stable version.



When you have Git integration (GitHub, GitLab, Bitbucket) configured for your repository,
we will automatically build each version when you push a commit.



Version states

Each version of your documentation has a state that changes the visibility of it to other users.


	Active or Inactive
	
	Active docs are visible, and builds can be triggered for the documentation.


	Inactive versions have their documentation content deleted and builds cannot be triggered.






	Hidden or Not hidden
	
	Not hidden docs are listed on the flyout menu on the docs site
and are shown in search results.


	Hidden docs are not listed on the flyout menu on the docs site
and are not shown in search results.




Hiding a version doesn’t make it private,
any user with a link to its docs can still see it.
This is useful when:


	You no longer support a version, but you don’t want to remove its docs.


	You have a work in progress version and don’t want to publish its docs just yet.




Hidden versions are listed as Disallow: /path/to/version/
in the default robots.txt support created by Read the Docs.



	Public or Private (only available on Business hosting)
	
	Public versions are visible to everyone, and are browsable by unauthenticated users.


	Private versions are available only to people who have permissions to see them.
They will return a 404 Not Found when visited by people without viewing permissions.
If you want to share your docs temporarily, see Sharing private documentation.

If you want unauthenticated people to be able to view the build page of your public versions,
you’ll need to the set the privacy level of your project to public.











Version syncing

Versions are automatically synced when the following events happen:


	A commit is pushed to your Git repository and you have a Git integration configured.


	A build for any of your version is triggered.




If you find that your versions are out of date,
triggering a build is the best approach to ensuring they are synced again.



Managing your versions

When you activate a version,
a build will be triggered to automatically deploy your documentation.

When you deactivate a version,
all of the artifacts of your version will be deleted and a 404 Not Found page will be served for it.

You can change the state for each version of your documentation in the Versions tab of your project.



Version URL identifier (slug)

Each version of your project has a unique URL identifier (slug).
This identifier is used to reference the version in your documentation, dashboard, and API.

A version slug is automatically generated from the name of the branch or tag in your repository,
some special characters like spaces and / are replaced with a dash (-), and the name is lowercased.
If the resulting slug collides with another one, a suffix is added (_a, _b, etc.).

You can change the slug of a version in the versions tab of your project,
but you should take the following into account:


	Changing the slug of an active version will result on its previous documentation being deleted, and a new build being triggered.
Be careful when renaming active versions, specially old ones that might not build anymore.


	Any URL referencing your version with the old slug will return a 404 Not Found page.
You can use an exact redirect to redirect users to the new URL,


	You may still see the original name of the version in some places,
as changing the slug only affects the URL used in your documentation and how the APIs identify that version.
We are considering adding another field to be used for display in the future [https://github.com/readthedocs/readthedocs.org/issues/11979].


	Sorting of versions in the version selector is done based on the slug,
changing the slug of a version may change the order in which they are shown to your users.
We are considering adding another field to be used for sorting in the future [https://github.com/readthedocs/readthedocs.org/issues/11979].


	You can’t change the slug of versions that are managed by Read the Docs, like latest and stable.


	Slugs must be unique for each version of your project.


	The slug can contain lowercase letters, numbers, dashes (-), underscores (_) and dots (.).
If you try to use a slug that contains any other character, you’ll get an error message with a suggestion of a valid slug.





Warning

Changing the slug of an active version will result on its previous documentation being deleted, and a new build being triggered.
Be careful when renaming active versions, specially old ones that might not build anymore.





Disabling versioning completely

You can configure a single version project,
and the version will be hidden from the URL.



Version warning notifications

As part of Read the Docs Addons, Read the Docs displays notifications in the following situations:


	Non-stable notification
	A notification on all non-stable versions is shown to clearly communicate to readers they may be reading an outdated version of the documentation.

Specifically, when a version is being shown that is not the stable version, and there is a stable
version available.



	Latest version notification
	A notification shown on the latest version tells readers they are reading the latest/development version of the documentation that may include features not yet deployed.

Specifically, when the latest version is being shown, and there’s also an active stable version that is not hidden.





Each of these notifications can be configured by project admins in Configuring Read the Docs Addons.



Redirects on root URLs

When a user hits the root URL for your documentation,
for example https://pip.readthedocs.io/,
they will be redirected to the Default version.
This defaults to latest,
but another common configuration is setting it to your stable version.



Versioning workflows

Read the Docs makes certain assumptions about your documentation version defaults,
all of which can be reconfigured if necessary:


	The latest version points to the most up to date development code.
If you develop on a branch that is different than the default for your version control system,
set the Default Branch to the branch you use.


	Tags are semantic versioning compatible (according to  PEP 440 [https://www.python.org/dev/peps/pep-0440/]) snapshots
of your documentation. The most recent semantic tag maps to the stable version.

Semantic versioning allows “normal” version numbers like 1.4.2, as
well as pre-releases like this: 2.0a1. The stable version of your documentation never includes a pre-release.
An optional v prefix like v1.4.2 or v2.0a1 is also allowed.



	Branches are assumed to be long-lived branches,
This is most useful for release branches, which are maintained over time for a specific release.
An example would be a 2.1 branch that is kept up to date with the latest 2.1.x release.








            

          

      

      

    

  

    
      
          
            
  
Subprojects

In this article, you can learn more about how several documentation projects can be combined and presented to the reader on the same website.

Read the Docs can be configured to make other projects available on the website of the main project as subprojects.
This allows for documentation projects to share a search index and a namespace or custom domain,
but still be maintained independently.

This is useful for:


	Organizations that need all their projects visible in one documentation portal or landing page


	Projects that document and release several packages or extensions


	Organizations or projects that want to have a common search function for several sets of documentation




For a main project example-project, a subproject example-project-plugin can be made available as follows:


	Main project: https://example-project.readthedocs.io/en/latest/


	Subproject: https://example-project.readthedocs.io/projects/plugin/en/latest/

Sharing a custom domain

Projects and subprojects can be used to share a custom domain.
To configure this, one project should be established as the main project and configured with a custom domain.
Other projects are then added as subprojects to the main project.

If the example project example-project was set up with a custom domain,
docs.example.com, the URLs for projects example-project and example-project-plugin with alias plugin would
respectively be at:


	example-project: https://docs.example.com/en/latest/


	example-project-plugin: https://docs.example.com/projects/plugin/en/latest/






Using aliases

Adding an alias for the subproject allows you to override the URL that is used to access it,
giving more control over how you want to structure your projects.
You can choose an alias for the subproject when it is created.

You can set your subproject’s project name and slug however you want,
but we suggest prefixing it with the name of the main project.

Typically, a subproject is created with a <mainproject>- prefix,
for instance if the main project is called example-project and the subproject is called plugin,
then the subproject’s Read the Docs project slug will be example-project-plugin.
When adding the subproject,
the alias is set to plugin and the project’s URL becomes
example-project.readthedocs.io/projects/plugin.

When you add a subproject,
the subproject will not be directly available anymore from its own domain.
For instance, example-project-plugin.readthedocs.io/ will redirect to example-project.readthedocs.io/projects/plugin.

Custom domain on subprojects

Adding a custom domain to a subproject is not allowed,
since your documentation will always be served from
the domain of the parent project.



Separate release cycles

By using subprojects,
you can present the documentation of several projects
even though they have separate release cycles.

Your main project may have its own versions and releases,
while all of its subprojects maintain their own individual versions and releases.
We recommend that documentation follows the release cycle of whatever it is documenting,
meaning that your subprojects should be free to follow their own release cycle.

This is solved by having an individual flyout menu active for the project that’s viewed.
When the user navigates to a subproject,
they are presented with a flyout menu matching the subproject’s versions and Offline formats (PDF, ePub, HTML).



Search

Search on the parent project will include results from its subprojects,
and readers can filter results by subproject from the search modal.
If you search on the v1 version of the parent project,
results from the v1 version of its subprojects will be included,
or from the default version for subprojects that don’t have a v1 version.

This is currently the only way to share search results between projects,
we do not yet support sharing search results between sibling subprojects or arbitrary projects.

The subprojects filter in the search modal can be turned off from the parent project’s
Settings, in the left bar, under Search,

Localization and Internationalization

In this article, we explain high-level approaches to internationalizing and localizing your documentation.

By default, Read the Docs assumes that your documentation is or might become multilingual one day.
The initial default language is English and
therefore you often see the initial build of your documentation published at /en/latest/,
where the /en denotes that it’s in English.
By having the en URL component present from the beginning,
you are ready for the eventuality that you would want a second language.

Read the Docs supports hosting your documentation in multiple languages.
Read below for the various approaches that we support.



	Projects with one language


	Projects with multiple translations


	Translation workflows










Projects with one language

If your documentation isn’t in English (the default),
you should indicate which language you have written it in.

It is easy to set the Language of your project.
On the project Admin page (or Import page),
simply select your desired Language from the dropdown.
This will tell Read the Docs that your project is in the language.
The language will be represented in the URL for your project.

For example,
a project that is in Spanish will have a default URL of /es/latest/ instead of /en/latest/.



Projects with multiple translations

Each language must have its own project on Read the Docs.
You will choose one to be the parent project,
and add each of the other projects as “Translations” of the parent project.

Let’s use godot as an example.

The godot project is the parent.
Each translation then has its own project, for example godot-es.
The Language for godot-es is set to Spanish.
Then, on the  Translations page of the godot project, godot-es is set as translation.

This has the results of serving:


	godot at https://docs.godotengine.org/en/stable/


	godot-es at https://docs.godotengine.org/es/stable/




It also gets included in the Read the Docs flyout menu:

Note

The default language of a custom domain is determined by the language of the
parent project that the domain was configured on. See
Custom domains for more information.




Translation workflows

When you work with translations,
the workflow of your translators becomes a critical component.

Considerations include:


	Are your translators able to use a Git workflow? For instance, are they able to translate directly via GitHub?


	Do you benefit from machine translation?


	Do you need different roles, for instance do you need translators and editors?


	What is your source language?


	When are your translated versions published?




There are many translation platforms that support this workflow.
These include:


	Weblate [https://weblate.org/]


	Transifex [https://www.transifex.com/]


	Crowdin [https://crowdin.com/]




Because Read the Docs builds your Git repository,
you can use any of the above solutions.
Any solution that synchronizes your translations with your Git repository
will ensure that your translations are automatically published with Read the Docs.






            

          

      

      

    

  

    
      
          
            
  
URL versioning schemes

The URL versioning scheme of your project defines the URL of your documentation,
and if your project supports multiple versions or translations.

Read the Docs supports three different versioning schemes:


	Multiple versions with translations.


	Multiple versions without translations.


	Single version without translations.

Multiple versions with translations

This is the default versioning scheme, it’s the recommend one if your project has multiple versions,
and has or plans to support translations.

The URLs of your documentation will look like:


	/en/latest/


	/en/1.5/


	/es/latest/install.html


	/es/1.5/contributing.html






Multiple versions without translations

Use this versioning scheme if you want to have multiple versions of your documentation,
but don’t want to have translations.

The URLs of your documentation will look like:


	/latest/


	/1.5/install.html





Warning

This means you can’t have translations for your documentation.





Single version without translations

Having a single version of a documentation project can be considered the better choice
in cases where there should only always exist one unambiguous copy of your project.
For example:


	A research project may wish to only expose readers to their latest list of publications and research data.


	A SaaS application might only ever have one version live.




The URLs of your documentation will look like:


	/


	/install.html





Warning

This means you can’t have translations or multiple versions for your documentation.





How to change the URL versioning scheme of your project

Changing the versioning scheme of your project will affect the URLs of your documentation,
any existing links to your documentation will break.
If you want to keep the old URLs working, you can create redirects.


	Go the Admin tab of your project.


	Click on Settings.


	Select the new versioning scheme in the URL versioning scheme dropdown.

Custom domains

By configuring a custom domain for your project,
your project can serve documentation from a domain you control,
for instance docs.example.com.
This is great for maintaining a consistent brand for your product and its documentation.

Default subdomains

Without a custom domain configured,
your project’s documentation is served from a Read the Docs domain using a unique subdomain for your project:


	<project name>.readthedocs.io for Read the Docs Community.


	<organization name>-<project name>.readthedocs-hosted.com for Read the Docs for Business.
The addition of the organization name allows multiple organizations to have projects with the same name.

Features


	Automatic SSL
	SSL certificates are automatically issued through Cloudflare for every custom domain.
No extra set up is required beyond configuring your project’s custom domain.



	CDN caching
	Response caching is provided through a CDN for all documentation projects,
including projects using a custom domain.
CDN caching improves page response time for your documentation’s users,
and the CDN edge network provides low latency response times regardless of location.



	Multiple domains
	Projects can be configured to be served from multiple domains,
which always includes the project’s default subdomain.
Only one domain can be configured as the canonical domain however,
and any requests to non-canonical domains and subdomains will redirect to the canonical domain.



	Canonical domains
	The canonical domain configures the primary domain the documentation will serve from,
and also sets the domain search engines use for search results when hosting from multiple domains.
Projects can only have one canonical domain,
which is the project’s default subdomain if no other canonical domain is defined.

URL path prefixes

URL path prefixes allow you to customize the URL structure of your documentation,
giving you more control over how your documentation is organized and presented.


Note

This is a Read the Docs for Business feature available on Pro and higher plans.
Contact Read the Docs support to enable custom URL path prefixes for your project.




What are URL path prefixes?

By default, Read the Docs serves documentation from the following URL patterns:







	Project type

	Default URL pattern





	Multi-version with translations

	/<language>/<version>/<filename>



	Multi-version without translations

	/<version>/<filename>



	Single version without translations

	/<filename>



	Subproject (multi-version with translations)

	/projects/<subproject-alias>/<language>/<version>/<filename>



	Subproject (multi-version without translations)

	/projects/<subproject-alias>/<version>/<filename>



	Subproject (single version without translations)

	/projects/<subproject-alias>/<filename>






URL path prefixes let you customize these URL patterns by:


	Adding a prefix to your project’s documentation URLs


	Changing or removing the /projects/ prefix used for subprojects






Use cases

Here are some common scenarios where custom URL path prefixes are useful:


	Proxy documentation behind your main website
	If you want to serve your documentation as part of your main website
(for example, at https://example.com/docs/),
you can configure your web server to proxy requests to Read the Docs
and use a custom prefix of /docs/ to match.
Your documentation would then be served from https://example.com/docs/en/latest/
instead of https://example.com/en/latest/.



	Remove or customize the /projects/ prefix from subproject URLs
	By default, subprojects are served from URLs like
https://docs.example.com/projects/plugin/en/latest/.
You can change this prefix to something shorter or remove it entirely,
so your subproject is served from https://docs.example.com/plugin/en/latest/
or https://docs.example.com/libs/plugin/en/latest/.



	Organize documentation with meaningful URL paths
	You can use prefixes to create a more meaningful URL structure.
For example, you could use /api/ for API documentation
and /guides/ for user guides.







Getting started

To enable this feature for your project:


	Ensure you have a Pro plan or higher subscription.


	Contact Read the Docs support
with your project name and desired URL structure.


	Our support team will configure the custom prefixes for your project.





Tip

When planning your URL structure,
consider how it will affect existing links to your documentation.
You may need to set up redirects
to ensure old URLs continue to work.

Documentation notifications

Documentation notifications alert users to information about the documentation they are viewing.
These notifications can be enabled or disabled by the project maintainer,
and are displayed to the user in the rendered documentation.


Overview

The current notifications are:


	Pull request warning: Show a notification on builds from pull requests, with a link back to the pull request for giving feedback.


	Latest version warning: Show a notification on latest version, warning users that they are reading docs from a development version.


	Non-stable version warning: Show a notification on non-stable versions, warning users that they are reading docs from a non-stable release.






Manage notifications

To manage notifications for your project:


	Go to the dashboard.


	Click on a project name.


	Go to Settings.


	In the left bar, go to Addons.

Canonical URLs

A canonical URL [https://developers.google.com/search/docs/advanced/crawling/consolidate-duplicate-urls]
allows you to specify the preferred version of a web page to prevent duplicated content.
Here are some examples of when a canonical URL is used:


	Search engines use your canonical URL to link users to the correct version and domain of your documentation.


	Many popular chat clients and social media networks generate link previews,
using your canonical URL as the final destination.




If canonical URLs aren’t used,
it’s easy for outdated documentation to be the top search result for various pages in your documentation.
This is not a perfect solution for this problem,
but generally people finding outdated documentation is a big problem,
and this is one of the suggested ways to solve it from search engines.


How Read the Docs generates canonical URLs

The canonical URL takes the following into account:


	The default version of your project (usually “latest” or “stable”).


	The canonical custom domain if you have one,
otherwise the default subdomain will be used.




For example, if you have a project named example-docs
with a custom domain https://docs.example.com,
then your documentation will be served at https://example-docs.readthedocs.io and https://docs.example.com.
Without specifying a canonical URL, a search engine like Google will index both domains.

You’ll want to use https://docs.example.com as your canonical domain.
This means that when Google indexes a page like https://example-docs.readthedocs.io/en/latest/,
it will know that it should really point at https://docs.example.com/en/latest/,
thus avoiding duplicating the content.


Note

If you want your custom domain to be set as the canonical,
you need to set Canonical:  This domain is the primary one where the documentation is served from
in the Admin > Domains section of your project settings.





How to specify the canonical URL

A canonical URL is automatically passed to the build process as READTHEDOCS_CANONICAL_URL environment variable.
You can use this variable to configure your documentation tool to use it
(eg. Sphinx does this via the html_baseurl config, MkDocs via site_url and Pelican with SITEURL)





            

          

      

      

    

  

    
      
          
            
  
Offline formats (PDF, ePub, HTML)

This page will provide an overview of a core Read the Docs feature: building docs in multiple formats.

Read the Docs supports the following formats by default:


	PDF


	ePub


	Zipped HTML




This means that every commit that you push will automatically update your offline formats as well as your documentation website.


Use cases

This functionality is great for anyone who needs documentation when they aren’t connected to the internet.
Users who are about to get on a plane can grab a single file and have the entire documentation during their trip.
Many academic and scientific projects benefit from these additional formats.

PDF versions are also helpful to automatically create printable versions of your documentation.
The source of your documentation will be structured to support both online and offline formats.
This means that a documentation project displayed as a website can be downloaded as a PDF,
ready to be printed as a report or a book.

Offline formats also support having the entire documentation in a single file.
Your entire documentation can now be delivered as an email attachment,
uploaded to an eReader,
or accessed and searched locally without online latency.
This makes your documentation project easy to redistribute or archive.



Accessing offline formats

You can download offline formats in the Project dashboard > Downloads:

When you are browsing a documentation project,
they can also be accessed directly from the Flyout menu.

you can download the Read the Docs documentation in the following formats:



	ePub [https://docs.readthedocs.io/_/downloads/en/latest/epub/]


	Zipped HTML [https://docs.readthedocs.io/_/downloads/en/latest/htmlzip/]









Continue learning

Downloadable documentation formats are built by your documentation framework.
They are then published by Read the Docs and included in your Flyout menu.
Therefore, it’s your framework that decides exactly how each output is built and which formats are supported:


	Sphinx
	All output formats are built mostly lossless from the documentation source,
meaning that your documentation source (reStructuredText or Markdown/MyST) is built from scratch for each output format.



	MkDocs and Docsify + more
	The common case for most documentation frameworks is that several alternative extensions exist supporting various output formats.
Most of the extensions export the HTML outputs as another format (for instance PDF) through a conversion process.





Because Sphinx supports the generation of offline formats through an official process,
we are also able to support it officially.
Other alternatives can also work,
provided that you identify which extension you want to use and configure the environment for it to run.
Other formats aren’t natively supported by Read the Docs,
but support is coming soon.

Visual diff

Get a list of documentation files that changed between the pull request and the latest version of the documentation,
and see their differences highlighted visually on the documentation pages.

While seeing changes in source files is helpful,
it can be difficult to understand how those changes will look in the rendered documentation,
or their impact on the documentation as a whole.
Read the Docs makes it easy to see the changes in the rendered documentation.


Show diff menu in preview

To enable or disable this feature for your project:


	Go the Settings tab of your project.


	Click on Addons, and click on Visual diff.


	Check or uncheck the Enable visual diff option.


	Click on Save.




When enabled, a new UI element appears at the top right of the page showing a dropdown selector containing all the files that have changed in that pull request build.

You can select any of those files from the dropdown to jump directly into that page.
Once there, you can toggle Visual Diff on and off by pressing the Show diff link from the UI element, or pressing the d key if you have hotkeys enabled.

Visual diff shows all the sections that have changed, highlighting their differences with red/green background colors.
You can jump between each of these chunks by clinking on the up/down arrows.


Show build overview in pull requests


Note

This feature is only available for projects connected to a GitHub App.



To enable or disable this feature for your project:


	Go the Settings tab of your project.


	Click on Pull request builds.


	Check or uncheck the Show build overview in a comment option.


	Click on Update.




When enabled, a comment is added to the pull request when changes are detected between the pull request and the latest version of the documentation.

General settings


Ignored files

You can configure a list of files or patterns to be ignored when listing the files that changed in the pull request.
This is useful when you have files that have a date in them,
or listing/archive files that show changes without content changes in those files.


	Go the Settings tab of your project.


	Click on Addons, and click on File tree diff.


	In the Ignored files field, add one or more patterns to ignore, one per line.


	Click on Save.




Patterns are matched against the relative paths of the HTML files produced by the build,
you should try to match index.html, not docs/index.rst, nor /en/latest/index.html.
Patterns can include one or more of the following special characters:


	* matches everything, including slashes.


	? matches any single character.


	[seq] matches any character in seq.






Base version

The base version is the version of the documentation that is used to compare against the pull request.
By default, this is the latest version of the documentation.
This is useful if your latest version doesn’t point the default branch of your repository.


Note

This option can be changed by contacting Site support.



When the first successful build of a pull request runs, Read the Docs takes a
snapshot of the base version’s current file manifest and pins it as the
baseline for that pull request.
Subsequent builds of the pull request are compared against this pinned
snapshot instead of whatever the base version happens to contain at that
moment.
This prevents unrelated files from appearing as changed when the base branch
moves forward while the pull request is open.




How main content is detected

The visual diff compares the “main content” of HTML pages,
ignoring headers, footers, navigation, and other page elements that aren’t part of the documentation content itself.
This helps avoid false positives, like all pages being marked as changed because of a date or commit hash being updated in the footer.

For details on how the main content area is detected,
see Detection logic.


Tip

If the heuristic root element picked by Visual Diff is wrong for your project theme, set the CSS main content selector under Settings > Addons. Visual Diff honors this override; other features like Server Side Search do not.





Limitations and known issues


	The diff considers HTML files only.


	The diff is done between the files from the latest successful build of the pull request and the default base version (latest by default).
A snapshot of the base version’s manifest is saved on the first successful build of the pull request, so the diff stays stable as the base branch moves forward.
If the pull request is later updated against a newer base, the snapshot is not currently refreshed automatically, and the diff may show stale differences until this is addressed in a future update.


	Invisible changes. Some sections may be highlighted as changed, even when they haven’t actually visually changed.
This can happen when the underlying HTML changes without a corresponding visual change, for example, if a link’s URL is updated


	Tables may be shown to have changes when they have not actually changed.
This is due to subtle variations in how HTML tables are rendered, and will be fixed in a future version.


	The background of diff chunks may be incorrect when we are unable to detect the correct main parent element for the chunk.








            

          

      

      

    

  

    
      
          
            
  
Link previews

Link previews allows you to see the content of the link you are about to click when you hover over it.
This gives you the ability to quickly preview where a link points,
so you can keep your context while reading but learn more from other resources.

Example of link previews addon



Link previews will only be generated for internal links–links that point to pages within your documentation site.
No link previews will be generated for links to external sites or links that appear outside of the primary content of the documentation page (eg. nav bars).

You can see an example of a link preview by hovering over the following link: Addons.


Enabling link previews


	Go to the new dashboard.


	Click on a project name.


	Go to Settings, then in the left bar, go to Addons.


	Go to Link previews and check Enabled.


	Save your settings – a rebuild of your project isn’t required!






Troubleshooting link previews

We perform some heuristic to detect the documentation tool used to generate the page based on its HTML structure.
This auto-detection may fail, resulting in the content rendered inside the popup being incorrect.
If you are experiencing this, you can specify the CSS selector for the main content in Settings > Addons > Advanced.
See Detection logic for how this content is detected and guidance on choosing a good selector.
You can also open an issue in the addons repository [https://github.com/readthedocs/addons] so we improve our heuristic.

Link previews won’t be generated if JavaScript is not enabled in your web browser or if all cookies are blocked.





            

          

      

      

    

  

    
      
          
            
  
Flyout menu

When you use a Read the Docs site,
there is a flyout menu embedded on all the documentation pages.
The flyout menu is a way to expose the functionality of Read the Docs on the page,
without having to have the documentation theme integrate it directly.


Tip

The flyout menu is a default implementation that works for every site.
You can access the full data used to construct the flyout,
and use that to integrate the data directly into your documentation theme for a nicer user experience.
See the Custom event integration for more information.




Addons flyout menu

The Read the Docs Addons flyout provides a place for a number of Read the Docs features:


	A version switcher that shows users all of the active versions they have access to.


	A translation switcher that shows all the documentation languages provided.


	A list of offline formats for the current version, including HTML & PDF downloads.


	Links to the Read the Docs dashboard for the project.


	A search bar that gives users access to the Server side search of the current version.

Customizing the flyout menu

In your dashboard, you can configure flyout menu options in Settings > Addons > Flyout Menu.


Version sorting

The primary customization currently is the ability to sort versions.
You can sort by:


	SemVer (Read the Docs) - Default. Read the Docs custom implementation of semver.org.


	Python Packaging - Sort by Python packaging sorting.


	CalVer - Sort by calendar date.


	Alphabetically - Only useful if you aren’t using numeric versions.


	Or you can define a custom pattern




You can also choose whether latest and stable should be sorted first,
as those are special versions that Read the Docs uses.



Position

The flyout can be configured in the dashboard with the following positions:


	Default (from theme or Read the Docs) - Default. If the theme author defines a specific position for the flyout, that position will be used.
Otherwise, the default position from Read the Docs will be used: Bottom right.


	Bottom left - Show the flyout at the bottom left.


	Bottom right - Show the flyout at the bottom right.


	Top left - Show the flyout at the top left.


	Top right - Show the flyout at the top right.





Note

If you are a theme author and want to define a default flyout position for your theme,
you can explicitly define the flyout web component with the position attribute in your HTML:

<readthedocs-flyout position="bottom-left"></readthedocs-flyout>





Available positions: bottom-left, bottom-right, top-left and top-right.







Custom event integration

Read the Docs Addons exposes all the data used to construct the flyout menu via a JavaScript CustomEvent.
If you’d like to integrate the data,
you can use the Integrate the Read the Docs version menu into your site navigation example as a starting point.


Warning

We have not formally documented the API response returned from the Addons API,
but you can view the JSON data returned there as a starting point.
Once we document it,

Redirects

Over time, a documentation project may want to rename and move contents around.
Redirects allow changes in a documentation project to happen without bad user experiences.

If you do not manage URL structures,
users will eventually encounter 404 File Not Found errors.
While this may be acceptable in some cases,
the bad user experience of a 404 page is usually best to avoid.


	Built-in redirects ⬇️
	Allows for simple and long-term sharing of external references to your documentation.



	User-defined redirects ⬇️
	Makes it easier to move contents around

Built-in redirects

This section explains the redirects that are automatically active for all projects and how they are useful.
Built-in redirects are especially useful for creating and sharing incoming links,
which is discussed in depth in Best practices for linking to your documentation.


Page redirects at /page/

You can link to a specific page and have it redirect to your default version,
allowing you to create links on external sources that are always up to date.
This is done with the /page/ URL prefix.

For instance, you can reach the page you are reading now by going to https://docs.readthedocs.io/page/guides/best-practice/links.html.

Another way to handle this is the latest version.
You can set your latest version to a specific version and just always link to latest.
You can reach this page by going to https://docs.readthedocs.io/en/latest/guides/best-practice/links.html.



Root URL redirect at /

A link to the root of your documentation (<slug>.readthedocs.io/) will redirect to the  default version,
as set in your project settings.

This works for both readthedocs.io (Read the Docs Community), readthedocs-hosted.com (Read the Docs for Business), and custom domains.

For example:

docs.readthedocs.io -> docs.readthedocs.io/en/stable/






Warning

You cannot use the root redirect to reference specific pages.
/ only redirects to the default version,
whereas /some/page.html will not redirect to /en/latest/some/page.html.
Instead, use Page redirects at /page/.



You can choose which is the default version for Read the Docs to display.
This usually corresponds to the most recent official release from your project.



Root language redirect at /<lang>/

A link to the root language of your documentation (<slug>.readthedocs.io/en/)
will redirect to the  default version of that language.

For example, accessing the English language of the project will redirect you to the its default version (stable):

https://docs.readthedocs.io/en/ -> https://docs.readthedocs.io/en/stable/







Shortlink with https://<slug>.rtfd.io

Links to rtfd.io are treated the same way as readthedocs.io.
They are intended to be easy and short for people to type.

You can reach these docs at https://docs.rtfd.io.




User-defined redirects


Page redirects

Page Redirects let you redirect a page across all versions of your documentation.


Note

Since page redirects apply to all versions of a project,
From URL doesn’t need to include the /<language>/<version> prefix (for example, /en/latest),
only the path to the page.
Page redirects don’t apply to translations or subprojects,
which need their own redirect rules.
If you need a redirect for a specific language or version URL, use
Exact redirects with the fully-specified path.





Exact redirects

Exact Redirects take into account the full URL (including language and version),
allowing you to create a redirect for a specific version or language of your documentation.



Clean/HTML URLs redirects

If you decide to change the style of the URLs of your documentation,
you can use Clean URL to HTML or HTML to clean URL redirects to redirect users to the new URL style.

For example, if a previous page was at /en/latest/install.html,
and now is served at /en/latest/install/, or vice versa,
users will be redirected to the new URL.



Limitations and observations


	Read the Docs Community users are limited to 100 redirects per project,
and Read the Docs for Business users have a number of redirects limited by their plan.


	By default, redirects only apply on pages that don’t exist.
Forced redirects allow you to apply redirects on existing pages.


	Redirects aren’t applied on previews of pull requests.
You should treat these domains as ephemeral and not rely on them for user-facing content.


	You can redirect to URLs outside Read the Docs,
just include the protocol in To URL, e.g https://example.com.


	A wildcard can be used at the end of From URL (suffix wildcard) to redirect all pages matching a prefix.
Prefix and infix wildcards are not supported.


	If a wildcard is used in From URL,
the part of the URL that matches the wildcard can be used in To URL with the :splat placeholder.


	Redirects without a wildcard match paths with or without a trailing slash,
e.g. /install matches /install and /install/.


	The order of redirects matters.
If multiple redirects match the same URL,
the first one will be applied.
The order of redirects can be changed from your project’s dashboard.


	If an infinite redirect is detected, a 404 error will be returned,
and no other redirects will be applied.






Examples


Redirecting a page

Say you move the example.html page into a subdirectory of examples: examples/intro.html.
You can create a redirect with the following configuration:

Type: Page Redirect
From URL: /example.html
To URL: /examples/intro.html





Users will now be redirected:


	From https://docs.example.com/en/latest/example.html
to https://docs.example.com/en/latest/examples/intro.html.


	From https://docs.example.com/en/stable/example.html
to https://docs.example.com/en/stable/examples/intro.html.




If you want this redirect to apply to a specific version of your documentation,
you can create a redirect with the following configuration:

Type: Exact Redirect
From URL: /en/latest/example.html
To URL: /en/latest/examples/intro.html






Note

Use the desired version and language instead of latest and en.





Redirecting a directory

Say you rename the /api/ directory to /api/v1/.
Instead of creating a redirect for each page in the directory,
you can use a wildcard to redirect all pages in that directory:

Type: Page Redirect
From URL: /api/*
To URL: /api/v1/:splat





Users will now be redirected:


	From https://docs.example.com/en/latest/api/
to https://docs.example.com/en/latest/api/v1/.


	From https://docs.example.com/en/latest/api/projects.html
to https://docs.example.com/en/latest/api/v1/projects.html.




If you want this redirect to apply to a specific version of your documentation,
you can create a redirect with the following configuration:

Type: Exact Redirect
From URL: /en/latest/api/*
To URL: /en/latest/api/v1/:splat






Note

Use the desired version and language instead of latest and en.





Redirecting a directory to a single page

Say you put the contents of the /examples/ directory into a single page at /examples.html.
You can use a wildcard to redirect all pages in that directory to the new page:

Type: Page Redirect
From URL: /examples/*
To URL: /examples.html





Users will now be redirected:


	From https://docs.example.com/en/latest/examples/
to https://docs.example.com/en/latest/examples.html.


	From https://docs.example.com/en/latest/examples/intro.html
to https://docs.example.com/en/latest/examples.html.




If you want this redirect to apply to a specific version of your documentation,
you can create a redirect with the following configuration:

Type: Exact Redirect
From URL: /en/latest/examples/*
To URL: /en/latest/examples.html






Note

Use the desired version and language instead of latest and en.





Redirecting a page to the latest version

Say you want your users to always be redirected to the latest version of a page,
your security policy (/security.html) for example.
You can use a wildcard with a forced redirect to redirect all versions of that page to the latest version:

Type: Page Redirect
From URL: /security.html
To URL: https://docs.example.com/en/latest/security.html
Force Redirect: True





Users will now be redirected:


	From https://docs.example.com/en/v1.0/security.html
to https://docs.example.com/en/latest/security.html.


	From https://docs.example.com/en/v2.5/security.html
to https://docs.example.com/en/latest/security.html.





Note

To URL includes the domain, this is required,
otherwise the redirect will be relative to the current version,
resulting in a redirect to https://docs.example.com/en/v1.0/en/latest/security.html.





Redirecting an old version to a new one

Let’s say that you want to redirect your readers of your version 2.0 of your documentation under /en/2.0/ because it’s deprecated,
to the newest 3.0 version of it at /en/3.0/.
You can use an exact redirect to do so:

Type: Exact Redirect
From URL: /en/2.0/*
To URL: /en/3.0/:splat





Users will now be redirected:


	From https://docs.example.com/en/2.0/dev/install.html
to https://docs.example.com/en/3.0/dev/install.html.





Note

For this redirect to work, your old version must be disabled,
if the version is still active, you can use the Force Redirect option.





Creating a shortlink

Say you want to redirect https://docs.example.com/security to https://docs.example.com/en/latest/security.html,
so it’s easier to share the link to the page.
You can create a redirect with the following configuration:

Type: Exact Redirect
From URL: /security
To URL: /en/latest/security.html





Users will now be redirected:


	From https://docs.example.com/security (no trailing slash)
to https://docs.example.com/en/latest/security.html.


	From https://docs.example.com/security/ (trailing slash)
to https://docs.example.com/en/latest/security.html.






Migrating your docs to Read the Docs

Say that you previously had your docs hosted at https://docs.example.com/dev/,
and choose to migrate to Read the Docs with support for multiple versions and translations.
Your documentation will now be served at https://docs.example.com/en/latest/,
but your users may have bookmarks saved with the old URL structure, for example https://docs.example.com/dev/install.html.

You can use an exact redirect with a wildcard to redirect all pages from the old URL structure to the new one:

Type: Exact Redirect
From URL: /dev/*
To URL: /en/latest/:splat





Users will now be redirected:


	From https://docs.example.com/dev/install.html
to https://docs.example.com/en/latest/install.html.






Migrating your documentation to another domain

You can use an exact redirect with the force option to migrate your documentation to another domain,
for example:

Type: Exact Redirect
From URL: /*
To URL: https://newdocs.example.com/:splat
Force Redirect: True





Users will now be redirected:


	From https://docs.example.com/en/latest/install.html
to https://newdocs.example.com/en/latest/install.html.






Changing your Sphinx builder from html to dirhtml

When you change your Sphinx builder from html to dirhtml,
all your URLs will change from /page.html to /page/.

Next to the search query, the number of actual results for that query is shown.

Security logs

Security logs allow you to audit what has happened recently in your organization or account.
This feature is quite important for many security compliance programs,
as well as the general peace of mind of knowing what is happening on your account.
We store the IP address and the browser used on each event,
so that you can confirm this access was from the intended person.

Security logs are only visible to organization owners.
You can invite other team members as owners.

User security log

We store a user security log for the latest 90 days of activity.
This log is useful to validate that no unauthorized events have occurred.

The security log tracks the following events:


	Authentication on the dashboard.


	Authentication on documentation pages (Business hosting only).


	When invitations to manage a project are sent, accepted, revoked or declined.




Authentication failures and successes are both tracked.

Logs are available in <Username dropdown> ‣ Settings ‣ Security Log.



Organization security log


Note

This feature is only available on Read the Docs for Business [https://app.readthedocs.com/].



The length of log storage varies with your plan,
check our pricing page [https://about.readthedocs.com/pricing/] for more details.
Your organization security log is a great place to check periodically to ensure there hasn’t been unauthorized access to your organization.

Organization logs track the following events:


	Authentication on documentation pages from your organization.


	User accesses a documentation page from your organization (Enterprise plans only).


	User accesses a documentation’s downloadable formats (Enterprise plans only).


	Invitations to organization teams are sent, revoked or accepted.




Authentication failures and successes are both tracked.

Logs are available in <Username dropdown> ‣ Organizations ‣ <Organization name> ‣ Settings ‣ Security Log.

If you have any additional information that you wished the security log was capturing,
you can always reach out to Site support.

Status badges

Status badges let you show the state of your documentation to your users.
They will show if the latest build has passed, failed, or is in an unknown state.
They are great for embedding in your README,
or putting inside your actual doc pages.

You can see a badge in action in the Read the Docs README [https://github.com/readthedocs/readthedocs.org/blob/main/README.rst].


Display states

Badges have the following states which can be shown to users:


	Green: passing - the last build was successful.


	Red: failing - the last build failed.


	Yellow: unknown - we couldn’t figure out the status of your last build.




An example of each is shown here:

Automatically generated

On the dashboard of a project, an example badge is displayed
together with code snippets for reStructuredText, Markdown, and HTML.

Badges are generated on-demand for all Read the Docs projects, using the following URL syntax:

https://app.readthedocs.org/projects/<project-slug>/badge/?version=<version>&style=<style>







Style

You can pass the style GET argument to get custom styled badges.
This allows you to match the look and feel of your website.
By default, the flat style is used.

Version-specific badges

You can change the version of the documentation your badge points to.
To do this, you can pass the version GET argument to the badge URL.
By default, it will point at the default version you have specified for your project.

The badge URL looks like this:

https://app.readthedocs.org/projects/<project-slug>/badge/?version=latest







Badges on dashboard pages

On each project home page there is a badge that communicates the status of the default version.
If you click on the badge icon,
you will be given snippets for reStructuredText, Markdown, and HTML
to make embedding it easier.



Badges for private projects


Note

This feature is only available on Read the Docs for Business [https://app.readthedocs.com/].



For private projects, a badge URL cannot be guessed.
A token is needed to display it.

Security considerations for documentation pages

This article explains the security implications of documentation pages,
this doesn’t apply to the main dashboard (readthedocs.org/readthedocs.com),
only to documentation pages (readthedocs.io, readthedocs-hosted.com, and custom domains).

Cross-origin requests

Read the Docs allows cross-origin requests [https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Cross-origin_resource_sharing] for documentation resources it serves.
However, internal and proxied APIs, typically found under the /_/ path don’t allow cross-origin requests.

To facilitate this, the following headers are added to all responses from documentation pages:


	Access-Control-Allow-Origin: *


	Access-Control-Allow-Methods: GET, HEAD, OPTIONS




These headers allow cross-origin requests from any origin
and only allow the GET, HEAD and OPTIONS methods.
It’s important to note that passing credentials (such as cookies or HTTP authentication)
in cross-origin requests is not allowed,
ensuring access to public resources only.

Having cross-origin requests enabled allows third-party websites to make use of files from your documentation (as long as they are public),
which allows various third-party integrations to work.

If needed, the Access-Control headers can be changed for your documentation pages by contacting support.
You are responsible for providing the correct values for these headers, and making sure they don’t break your documentation pages.



Cookies

On Read the Docs Community, we don’t use cookies, as all resources are public.

On Read the Docs for Business, we use cookies to store user sessions.
These cookies are set when a user authenticates to access private documentation.
Session cookies have the SameSite attribute set to None,
which allows them to be sent in cross-origin requests where allowed
(see Cross-origin requests),
for example, when embedding private documentation pages in an iframe
(see Embedding documentation pages).



Embedding documentation pages

Embedding documentation pages in an iframe is allowed.
Read the Docs doesn’t set the X-Frame-Options or Content-Security-Policy headers,
which means that the browser’s default behavior is used.

Embedding private documentation pages in an iframe is possible,
but it requires users to be previously authenticated in the embedded domain.

It’s important to note that embedding documentation pages in an iframe does not grant the parent page access the iframe’s content.
Documentation pages serve static content only, and the exposed APIs are read-only,
making the exploitation of a clickjacking vulnerability extremely unlikely.

If needed, the X-Frame-Options and Content-Security-Policy headers can be set on your documentation pages by contacting support.
You are responsible for providing the correct values for these headers, and making sure they don’t break your documentation pages.





            

          

      

      

    

  

    
      
          
            
  
Custom script

The Custom Script addon allows you to inject a custom JavaScript file into your documentation at serve time.
This enables you to modify or enhance frozen documentation without rebuilding it.


Configure custom scripts

To add or update a custom script for your project:


	Go to the Settings tab of your project.


	Click Addons, then Custom Script.


	Enter the URL of your JavaScript file.


	Click Save.






Using custom scripts

This addon allows specifying a URL to a JavaScript file that will be injected into all pages of your documentation.
The script can be hosted on Read the Docs itself (as a relative URL) or on an external server (as an absolute URL).

Common use cases for custom scripts include:


	Fixing bugs or adding features to frozen documentation


	Injecting analytics or tracking code


	Customizing the appearance or behavior of specific documentation versions






Accessing Addons data from your script

Custom scripts are loaded asynchronously after the initial page load,
which means the readthedocs-addons-data-ready event has already been fired by the time your script executes.
To access the Addons data from your custom script,
check the window.ReadTheDocsEventData object first,
then subscribe to the event for future updates (for example, when the URL changes in a single-page application):

function handleReadTheDocsData(data) {
  // Access the Addons data here
  console.log("Project slug:", data.projects.current.slug);

  // You can filter by version to apply changes selectively
  if (data.versions.current.slug === "v3.0") {
    // Do something specific for version v3.0
  }
}

// The event "readthedocs-addons-data-ready" has been already fired when this script is run.
// We need to check for `window.ReadTheDocsEventData` first, and if it's available
// use that data to call the handler.
if (window.ReadTheDocsEventData !== undefined) {
  handleReadTheDocsData(window.ReadTheDocsEventData.data());
}

// After that, we subscribe to the Read the Docs Addons event to access data
// on future dispatchs (e.g. when a URL changes on a SPA)
document.addEventListener("readthedocs-addons-data-ready", function (event) {
  handleReadTheDocsData(event.detail.data());

The duration of analytics data stored depends on which site you’re using:


	On Read the Docs Community, the last 90 days are stored.

Building and publishing your project


Why does my project have status “failing”?

Projects have the status “failing” because something in the build process has failed.
This can be because the project is not correctly configured,
because the contents of the Git repository cannot be built,
or in the most rare cases because a system that Read the Docs connects to is not working.

First, you should check out the Builds tab of your project.
By clicking on the failing step,
you will be able to see details that can lead to resolutions to your build error.

If the solution is not self-evident,
you can use an important word or message from the error to search for a solution.

Why do I get import errors from libraries depending on C modules?


Note

Another use case for this is when you have a module with a C extension.



This happens because the build system does not have the dependencies for
building your project, such as C libraries needed by some Python packages (e.g.
libevent or mysql). For libraries that cannot be installed via apt in the builder there is another way to
successfully build the documentation despite missing dependencies.

With Sphinx you can use the built-in autodoc_mock_imports [http://www.sphinx-doc.org/en/master/usage/extensions/autodoc.html#confval-autodoc_mock_imports] for mocking. If
such libraries are installed via setup.py, you also will need to remove all
the C-dependent libraries from your install_requires in the Read the Docs environment.



Where do I need to put my docs for Read the Docs to find it?

You can put your docs wherever your want on your repository.
However, you will need to tell Read the Docs where your Sphinx’s (i.e. conf.py)
or MkDocs’ (i.e. mkdocs.yml) configuration file lives in order to build your documentation.

This is done by using sphinx.configuration or mkdocs.configuration config key in your Read the Docs configuration file.
Read Configuration file overview to know more about this.



How can I avoid search results having a deprecated version of my docs?

If readers search something related to your docs in Google, it will probably return the most relevant version of your documentation.
It may happen that this version is already deprecated and you want to stop Google indexing it as a result,
and start suggesting the latest (or newer) one.

To accomplish this, you can add a robots.txt file to your documentation’s root so it ends up served at the root URL of your project
(for example, https://yourproject.readthedocs.io/robots.txt).
We have documented how to set this up in robots.txt support.



How do I change the version slug of my project?

You can change the slug of your versions from the versions tab of your project,
see Version URL identifier (slug) for more information.



What commit of Read the Docs is in production?

We deploy readthedocs.org from the rel branch in our GitHub repository.
You can see the latest commits that have been deployed by looking on GitHub: https://github.com/readthedocs/readthedocs.org/commits/rel

We also keep an up-to-date changelog.




Additional features and configuration

you can specify a requirements file which details your dependencies.
You can also set your project documentation to install your Python project itself as a dependency.

How do I change behavior when building with Read the Docs?

When Read the Docs builds your project, it sets the READTHEDOCS environment
variable to the string 'True'. So within your Sphinx conf.py file, you
can vary the behavior based on this. For example:

import os

on_rtd = os.environ.get("READTHEDOCS") == "True"
if on_rtd:
    html_theme = "default"
else:
    html_theme = "nature"





The READTHEDOCS variable is also available in the Sphinx build
environment, and will be set to True when building on Read the Docs:

{% if READTHEDOCS %}
Woo
{% endif %}







I want comments in my docs

Read the Docs doesn’t have explicit support for this.
That said, a tool like Disqus [https://disqus.com/] (and the sphinxcontrib-disqus [https://pypi.python.org/pypi/sphinxcontrib-disqus] plugin) can be used for this purpose on Read the Docs.



Can I remove advertising from my documentation?

Yes. See Opting out of advertising.



How do I change my project slug (the URL your docs are served at)?

We don’t support allowing folks to change the slug for their project.
You can update the name which is shown on the site,
but not the actual URL that documentation is served.

The main reason for this is that all existing URLs to the content will break.
You can delete and re-create the project with the proper name to get a new slug,
but you really shouldn’t do this if you have existing inbound links,
as it breaks the internet [http://www.w3.org/Provider/Style/URI.html].

Instead, you can consider migrating your documentation to another domain
with Redirects.

If that isn’t enough,
you can request the change sending an email to support@readthedocs.org.




Big projects


How do I host multiple projects on one custom domain?

We support the concept of subprojects, which allows multiple projects to share a
single domain. If you add a subproject to a project, that documentation will
be served under the parent project’s subdomain or custom domain.

For example,
Kombu is a subproject of Celery,
so you can access it on the celery.readthedocs.io domain:

https://celery.readthedocs.io/projects/kombu/en/latest/

This also works the same for custom domains:

http://docs.celeryq.dev/projects/kombu/en/latest/

You can add subprojects in the project admin dashboard.

Image scaling doesn’t work in my documentation

Image scaling in docutils depends on Pillow.
If you notice that image scaling is not working properly on your Sphinx project,
you may need to add Pillow to your requirements to fix this issue.

Python


Can I document a Python package that is not at the root of my repository?

Yes. The most convenient way to access a Python package for example via
Sphinx’s autoapi [https://sphinx-autoapi.readthedocs.io/en/latest/] in your documentation is to use the
python.install.method: pip (python.install) configuration key.

This configuration will tell Read the Docs to install your package in
the virtual environment used to build your documentation so your documentation tool can access to it.



Does Read the Docs work well with “legible” docstrings?

Yes. One criticism of Sphinx is that its annotated docstrings are too
dense and difficult for humans to read. In response, many projects
have adopted customized docstring styles that are simultaneously
informative and legible. The
NumPy [https://numpydoc.readthedocs.io/en/latest/format.html#docstring-standard]
and
Google [https://google.github.io/styleguide/pyguide.html#38-comments-and-docstrings]
styles are two popular docstring formats.  Fortunately, the default
Read the Docs theme handles both formats just fine, provided
your conf.py specifies an appropriate Sphinx extension that
knows how to convert your customized docstrings.  Two such extensions
are numpydoc [https://github.com/numpy/numpydoc] and
napoleon [http://sphinxcontrib-napoleon.readthedocs.io]. Only
napoleon is able to handle both docstring formats. Its default
output more closely matches the format of standard Sphinx annotations,
and as a result, it tends to look a bit better with the default theme.


Note

To use these extensions you need to specify the dependencies on your project
by following this guide.





I need to install a package in a environment with pinned versions

If you’d like to pin your dependencies outside the package,
you can add this line to your requirements or environment file (if you are using Conda).

In your requirements.txt file:

# path to the directory containing setup.py relative to the project root
-e .





In your Conda environment file (environment.yml):

# path to the directory containing setup.py relative to the environment file
-e ..

How can I deploy Jupyter Book projects on Read the Docs?

According to its own documentation [https://jupyterbook.org/],


Jupyter Book is an open source project for building beautiful,
publication-quality books and documents from computational material.




Even though Jupyter Book leverages Sphinx “for almost everything that it
does” [https://jupyterbook.org/explain/sphinx.html#jupyter-book-is-a-distribution-of-sphinx],
it purposely hides Sphinx conf.py files from the user,
and instead generates them on the fly from its declarative _config.yml.
As a result, you need to follow some extra steps
to make Jupyter Book work on Read the Docs.

As described in the official documentation [https://jupyter-book.readthedocs.io/v1/publish/readthedocs.html],
you can manually convert your Jupyter Book project to Sphinx with the following configuration:

Every
user is invited to upload content under the Terms of Use, understanding that it
is at the sole risk of the user.

While Read the Docs is not a backup service, the core team of Read the Docs does their best to keep that
content accessible indefinitely in its published form. However, in certain
edge cases the greater community’s needs might outweigh the individual’s
expectation of ownership of a project name.

The use cases covered by this policy are:


	Abandoned projects
	Renaming a project so that the original project name can be used by a
different project



	Active projects
	Resolving disputes over a name







Implementation


Reachability

The user of Read the Docs is solely responsible for being reachable by the core team
for matters concerning projects that the user owns. In every case where
contacting the user is necessary, the core team will try to do so,
using the following means of contact:


	E-mail address on file in the user’s profile


	E-mail addresses found in the given project’s documentation


	E-mail address on the project’s home page




The core team will stop trying to reach the user after six weeks and the user
will be considered unreachable.



Abandoned projects

A project is considered abandoned when ALL of the following are met:


	Owner is unreachable (see Reachability)


	The project has no proper documentation being served (no successful builds) or
does not have any releases within the past twelve months


	No activity from the owner on the project’s home page (or no home page
found).




All other projects are considered active.



Renaming of an abandoned project

Projects are never renamed solely on the basis of abandonment.

An abandoned project can be renamed (by appending -abandoned and a
uniquifying integer if needed) for purposes of reusing the name when ALL of the
following are met:


	The project has been determined abandoned by the rules described above


	The candidate is able to demonstrate their own failed attempts to contact the
existing owner


	The candidate is able to demonstrate that the project suggested to reuse the
name already exists and meets notability requirements


	The candidate is able to demonstrate why a fork under a different name is not
an acceptable workaround


	The project has fewer than 100 monthly pageviews


	The core team does not have any additional reservations.

Name conflict resolution for active projects

The core team of Read the Docs are not arbiters in disputes around active projects.
The core team recommends users to get in touch with each other and solve the
issue by respectful communication.

Unofficial and unmaintained projects policy

This policy describes a process where we take actions against unmaintained and unofficial forks of project documentation.


Tip

If you want to free up a project’s slug and gain access over it, please see Abandoned projects policy.




Rationale

Documentation projects may be kept online indefinitely, even though a newer version of the same project exists elsewhere.
There are many reasons this can happen,
including forks, old official docs that are unmaintained, and many other situations.

The problem with old, outdated docs is that users will find them in search results,
and get confused to the validity of them.
Projects will then get support requests from people who are using an old and incorrect documentation version.

We have this policy to allow a reporter to request the delisting of forks that are old and outdated.


High level overview

The process at a high level looks like:


	A reporter contacts us about a project they think is outdated and unofficial


	A Read the Docs team member evaluates it to make sure it’s outdated and unofficial, according to this policy


	We delist this project from search results and send an email to owners of the Read the Docs project


	If a project owner objects, we evaluate their evidence and make a final decision







Definitions


Unofficial projects

A project is considered unofficial when it is not linked to or mentioned in any of these places:


	Websites and domains associated with the project


	The project’s primary repository – README files, repository description, or source code






Unmaintained projects

A project is considered unmaintained when any of the following are met:


	The configured version control repository is unreadable. This can happen if the repository is deleted, credentials are broken or the Git host is permanently unresponsive.


	The project is only serving content from releases and commits 6 months or older.


	All builds have failed for more than 6 months.

Delisting

Projects that are determined to be unmaintained and unofficial will have a robots.txt file added that removes them from all search results:

# robots.txt
User-agent: *
# This project is delisted according to the Unofficial and Unmaintanied Project Policy
# https://docs.readthedocs.io/en/stable/unofficial-projects.html
Disallow: /





Projects will be delisted if they meet all of the following criteria:


	The person who submits the report of the unmaintained and unofficial project also demonstrates failed attempts to contact the existing owners.


	The project has been determined unmaintained and unofficial by the rules described above.


	The core team does not have any additional reservations.




The Read the Docs team will do the following actions when a project is delisted:


	Notify the Read the Docs project owners via email about the delisting.


	Add the robots.txt file to be served on the project domain.




If any of the project owners respond, their response will be taken into account, and the delisting might be reversed.




Thinking behind the policy

The main idea behind this policy is that Read the Docs serves the community.
Every user is invited to upload content under terms of service [https://about.readthedocs.com/terms-of-service/]
understanding that it is at the sole risk of the user.

While Read the Docs is not a backup service, the core team of Read the Docs does their best to keep content accessible indefinitely in its published form. However, in certain edge cases,
the greater community’s needs might outweigh the individual’s expectation of continued publishing.



Prior art

	These websites are where Read the Docs hosts documentation (User-Generated Content [https://about.readthedocs.com/terms-of-service/#user-generated-content])
on behalf of documentation authors.
A best effort is made to apply
this Privacy Policy to these sites but the documentation
may contain content and files created by documentation authors.

What information Read the Docs collects and why


Information from website browsers

If you’re just browsing the website, we collect the same basic information that most websites collect.
We use common internet technologies, such as cookies and web server logs.
We collect this basic information from everybody, whether they have an account or not.

The information we collect about all visitors to our website includes:


	the visitor’s browser type


	language preference


	referring site


	the date and time of each visitor request




We also collect potentially personally-identifying information
like Internet Protocol (IP) addresses.


Why do we collect this?

We collect this information to better understand how our website visitors
use Read the Docs, and to monitor and protect the security of the website.




Information from users with accounts

If you create an account, we require some basic information at the time of account creation.

Why do we collect this information?

What information Read the Docs does not collect

Support desk

Read the Docs uses Front to manage support requests.
If you request support – typically via email – Front may process
your contact information.



Email newsletter

If you sign up for the Read the Docs email newsletter,
your email address and name will be stored by MailerLite.
This newsletter is separate from creating a Read the Docs account and
signing up for Read the Docs does not opt you in for the newsletter.

You can manage your email subscription
including unsubscribing and deleting your records with MailerLite.
There is a link to do so in the footer of any newsletter you receive from us.




Public information on Read the Docs

Most of Read the Docs is public-facing including
user names, project names, and Documentation Sites.
If your content is public-facing, third parties may access it.

Our use of cookies and tracking


Do Not Track

Read the Docs supports Do Not Track (DNT) and respects users’ tracking preferences.
Specifically, we support the W3C’s tracking preference expression [https://www.w3.org/TR/tracking-dnt/]
and the EFF’s DNT Policy [https://www.eff.org/issues/do-not-track].

For Read the Docs, this means:


	We do not do behavioral ad targeting regardless of your DNT preference.


	Regardless of DNT preference, our logs that contain IP addresses
and user agent strings are deleted after 10 days unless a DNT exception applies.

Version 3.2.0 resolved an issue where a specially crafted request
could result in a DNS query to an arbitrary domain.

This issue was found by Cyber Smart Defence [https://www.cybersmartdefence.com/]
who reported it as part of a security audit to a firm running a local installation
of Read the Docs.



Release 2.3.0

Version 2.3.0 resolves a security issue with translations on our community
hosting site that allowed users to modify the hosted path of a target project by
adding it as a translation project of their own project. A check was added to
ensure project ownership before adding the project as a translation.

In order to add a project as a translation now, users must now first be granted
ownership in the translation project.






            

          

      

      

    

  

    
      
          
            
  
The story of Read the Docs

Documenting projects is hard, hosting them shouldn’t be. Read the Docs was created to make hosting documentation simple.

Read the Docs was started [https://www.ericholscher.com/blog/2010/aug/16/announcing-read-docs/] with a couple main goals in mind. The first goal was
to encourage people to write documentation, by removing the barrier of entry to
hosting. The other goal was to create a central platform for people to find
documentation. Having a shared platform for all documentation allows for
innovation at the platform level, allowing work to be done once and benefit
everyone.

Documentation matters [https://www.ericholscher.com/blog/2012/jan/22/why-read-docs-matters/], but its often overlooked. We think that we can help a
documentation culture flourish.
Great projects, such as Django [https://docs.djangoproject.com/] and SQLAlchemy [https://docs.sqlalchemy.org/], and projects from companies
like Mozilla [https://www.mozilla.org], are already using Read the Docs to serve their documentation to
the world.

The site has grown quite a bit over the past year.
Our look back at 2013 [https://www.ericholscher.com/blog/2013/dec/23/read-the-docs-2013-stats/] shows some numbers that show our progress.
The job isn’t anywhere near done yet,
but it’s a great honor to be able to have such an impact already.

We plan to keep building a great experience for people hosting their docs with us,
and for users of the documentation that we host.

On this page, we explore some of the many tools and practices that software documentation and academic writing share.
If you are working within the field of science or academia,
this page can be used as an introduction.

Documentation and technical writing are broad fields.
Their tools and practices have grown relevant to most scientific activities.
This includes building publications, books, educational resources, interactive data science, resources for data journalism and full-scale websites for research projects and courses.

Here’s a brief overview of some features that people in science and academic writing love about Read the Docs:



🪄 Easy to use
Documentation code doesn’t have to be written by a programmer. In fact, documentation coding languages are designed and developed so you don’t have to be a programmer, and there are many writing aids that makes it easy to abstract from code and focus on content.

Getting started is also made easy:



	All new to this? Take the official Jupyter Book Tutorial [https://jupyter-book.readthedocs.io/v1/start/your-first-book.html]


	Curious for practical code? See Example projects


	Familiar with Sphinx? See How to use Jupyter notebooks in Sphinx











🔋 Batteries included: Graphs, computations, formulas, maps, diagrams and more
Take full advantage of getting all the richness of Jupyter Notebook [https://docs.jupyter.org/en/latest/index.html] combined with Sphinx and the giant ecosystem of extensions for both of these.

Here are some examples:


	Use symbols familiar from math and physics, build advanced proofs. See also: sphinx-proof [https://sphinx-proof.readthedocs.io/en/latest/syntax.html]


	Present results with plots, graphs, images and let users interact directly with your datasets and algorithms. See also: Matplotlib [https://matplotlib.org/stable/tutorials/introductory/usage.html], Interactive Data Visualizations [https://jupyterbook.org/en/stable/interactive/interactive.html]


	Graphs, tables etc. are computed when the latest version of your project is built and published as a stand-alone website. All code examples on your website are validated each time you build.








📚 Bibliographies and external links
Maintain bibliography databases directly as code and have external links automatically verified.

Using extensions for Sphinx such as the popular sphinxcontrib-bibtex [https://sphinxcontrib-bibtex.readthedocs.io/] extension, you can maintain your bibliography with Sphinx directly or refer to entries .bib files, as well as generating entire Bibliography sections from those files.





📜 Modern themes and classic PDF outputs

Use the latest state-of-the-art themes for web and have PDFs and e-book formats automatically generated.

New themes are improving every day, and when you write documentation based on Jupyter Book and Sphinx, you will separate your contents and semantics from your presentation logic. This way, you can keep up with the latest theme updates or try new themes.

Another example of the benefits from separating content and presentation logic: Your documentation also transforms into printable books and eBooks.





📐 Widgets, widgets and more widgets
Design your science project’s layout and components with widgets from a rich eco-system of open-source extensions built for many purposes. Special widgets help users display and interact with graphs, maps and more. Several [https://jupyter-book.readthedocs.io/v1/content/components.html] extensions [https://sphinx-gallery.github.io/] are built and invented by the science community.





⚙️ Automatic builds
Build and publish your project for every change made through Git (GitHub, GitLab, Bitbucket etc). Preview changes via pull requests. Receive notifications when something is wrong. How does this work? Have a look at this video:

Read the Docs is open source software.
We have licensed [https://github.com/readthedocs/readthedocs.org/blob/main/LICENSE] the code base as MIT,
which provides almost no restrictions on the use of the code.

However,
as a project there are things that we care about more than others.
We built Read the Docs to support documentation in the open source community.
The code is open for people to contribute to,
so that they may build features into https://app.readthedocs.org that they want.
We also believe sharing the code openly is a valuable learning tool,
especially for demonstrating how to collaborate and maintain an enormous website.

	CI/CD
	CI/CD is a common way to write Continuous Integration and Continuous Deployment.
In some scenarios, they exist as two separate platforms.
Read the Docs is a combined CI/CD platform made for documentation.



	configuration file
	YAML configuration file (e.g. .readthedocs.yaml) that configures the build process of your project on Read the Docs.

	dashboard
	The “admin” site where Read the Docs projects are managed and configured.
This varies for our two properties:

	default version
	Projects have a default version, usually the latest stable version of a project.
The default version is the URL that is redirected to when a users loads the / URL for your project.



	diff
	A way to see the changes between two pieces of text,
which shows the added and removed content with a green and red color respectively.



	discoverability
	A documentation page is said to be discoverable when a user that needs it can find it through various methods:
Navigation, search, and links from other pages are the most typical ways of making content discoverable.



	Docs as Code
	A term used to describe the workflow of keeping documentation in a Git repository,
along with source code.
Popular in the open source software movement,
and used by many technology companies.



	flyout menu
	Menu displayed on the documentation, readily accessible for readers, containing the list active versions, links to static downloads, and other useful links.
Read more in our Flyout menu page.



	GitOps
	Denotes the use of code maintained in Git to automate building, testing, and deployment of infrastructure.
In terms of documentation,
GitOps is applicable for Read the Docs,
as the configuration for building documentation is stored in .readthedocs.yaml,
and rules for publication of documentation can be automated.
Similar to Docs as Code.



	maintainer
	A maintainer is a special role that only exists on Read the Docs Community.
The creator of a project on Read the Docs Community can invite other collaborators as maintainers with full ownership rights.

The maintainer role does not exist on Read the Docs for Business, which instead provides Organizations.



	pinning
	To pin a requirement means to explicitly specify which version should be used.
Pinning software requirements is the most important technique to make a project reproducible.

When documentation builds,
software dependencies are installed in their latest versions permitted by the pinning specification.
Since software packages are frequently released,
we are usually trying to avoid incompatibilities in a new release from suddenly breaking a documentation build.

Examples of Python dependencies:

# Exact pinning: Only allow Sphinx 5.3.0
sphinx==5.3.0

# Loose pinning: Lower and upper bounds result in the latest 5.3.x release
sphinx>=5.3,<5.4

# Very loose pinning: Lower and upper bounds result in the latest 5.x release
sphinx>=5,<6





Read the Docs recommends using exact pinning.

	pre-defined build jobs
	Commands executed by Read the Docs when performing the build process.
They cannot be overwritten by the user.



	project home
	Page where you can access all the features of Read the Docs,
from having an overview to browsing the latest builds or administering your project.



	project page
	Another name for project home.



	reproducible
	A documentation project is said to be reproducible when its sources build correctly on Read the Docs over a period of many years.
You can also think of being reproducible as being robust or resillient.

Being “reproducible” is an important positive quality goal of documentation.

When builds are not reproducible and break due to external factors,
they need frequent troubleshooting and manual fixing.

The most common external factor is that new versions of software dependencies are released.

	root URL
	Home URL of your documentation without the /<lang> and /<version> segments.
For projects without custom domains, the one ending in .readthedocs.io/
(for example, https://docs.readthedocs.io as opposed to https://docs.readthedocs.io/en/latest).



	slug
	A unique identifier for a project or version. This value comes from the
project or version name, which is reduced to lowercase letters, numbers,
and hyphens. You can retrieve your project or version slugs from
our API.



	static website
	A static site or static website is a collection of HTML files, images, CSS and JavaScript that are served statically,
as opposed to dynamic websites that generate a unique response for each request, using databases and user sessions.

Static websites are highly portable, as they do not depend on the webserver.
They can also be viewed offline.

Documentation projects served on Read the Docs are static websites.

Tools to manage and generate static websites are commonly known as static site generators and there is a big overlap with documentation tools.
Some static site generators are also documentation tools,
and some documentation tools are also used to generate normal websites.

For instance, Sphinx [https://www.sphinx-doc.org/en/master/index.html] is made for documentation but also used for blogging.



	subproject
	Project A can be configured such that when requesting a URL /projects/<subproject-slug>,
the root of project B is returned.
In this case, project B is the subproject.
Read more in Subprojects.



	user-defined build jobs
	Commands defined by the user that Read the Docs will execute when performing the build process.



	virtualenv
	The default way for Python projects to create an isolated environment. This ensures that a reproducible set of dependencies are installed so that you project builds the same way each time.



	webhook
	A webhook is a special URL that can be called from another service,
usually with a secret token.
It is commonly used to start a build or a deployment or to send a status update.

There are two important types of webhooks for Read the Docs:


	Git providers have webhooks which are special URLs that Read the Docs can call in order to notify about documentation builds.


	Read the Docs has a unique webhook for each project that the Git provider calls when changes happen in Git.

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Default versions of dependencies

Read the Docs supports any documentation tool to build your documentation.
However, we provide pre-defined builders for
Sphinx [https://www.sphinx-doc.org/] and MkDocs [https://www.mkdocs.org/].

In the past we used to install several dependencies to a specific version and update them after some time,
but doing so would break some builds and make it more difficult for new projects to use new versions.
For this reason, we are now installing just the minimal required dependencies using their latest version by default.
You can see the full list of historical dependencies and advice for migrating in our blog post [https://blog.readthedocs.com/defaulting-latest-build-tools/] announcing this change.


Note

In order to keep your builds reproducible,
it’s highly recommended declaring its dependencies and versions explicitly.

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Continuous Documentation Deployment

Read the Docs is a Continuous Documentation Deployment platform for your software project.
Every time you change something in your documentation, Read the Docs will detect your change and build your documentation.

The Continuous Integration and Continuous Deployment (CI/CD) features are configured with your repository provider,
such as GitHub, Bitbucket or GitLab.
With each change committed to your repository, we are notified by the configured webhook.

When we receive a webhook, we match it to a project’s Integration,
and the following steps happen:


	Build the latest commit.


	Synchronize your versions based on the latest tag and branch data in Git.


	Run your automation rules.


	Auto-cancel any currently running builds of the same version.


	Add a log entry to the integration’s Recent Activity.





Documentation as code

Documentation fits into any CI/CD pipeline by following a process known as Documentation as Code (Docs as code).
This means that the documentation’s life cycle is the same as your software project.
By managing these changes in the same life cycle,
you can benefit from documentation and source code being part of the same code review process.

Having an automated and short feedback loop for your documentation allows you to
keep it updated with minimal effort.
This allows more iteration on documentation,
and increases overall value from the documentation you write.

As part of this quick feedback loop,
you can preview documentation changes immediately using pull request previews.



Automated versioning

With Read the Docs you will be able to fully align your project’s release cycle with your documentation.
For instance, a new version of a software project can build and publish a new documentation version.

When you release a new version for your project,
you are likely also adding a version tag to your Git repository.
These Git events can be configured to build and publish your documentation automatically with Automation rules.
If you use a versioning scheme, you can configure it as part of the automation process.

Whether you choose to handle versioning automatically or with manual control is up to you.

Read the Docs will store your version history and make it possible for users to visit archived versions of your documentation.
Your version setup is ultimately captured by the flyout menu,
and can be integrated in your documentation with Read the Docs Addons.
